Definition
Disease	elimination	is	a	state	of	permanent	territorial	interruption	of	the	disease	spread	process.
Occurrence	of	sporadically	introduced	diseases	is	possible.

Examples	in	the	Czech	Republic:

1960	elimination	of	poliomyelitis;
1969	elimination	of	diphtheria.
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
